2009, an estimated 2,590 deaths and
13,050 injuries occurred from residen-
tial (one and two family homes, manu-
factured homes, and apartment) fires.
The most common places for fires in

the home were the kitchen and the bed-

rooms. Cooking is the #1 cause of
home fires and injuries, followed by
heating, electrical failures or malfunc-
tions, and smoking. The groups at
greatest risk are children 4 and under,
older adults 65 and older, African
Americans, Native Americans, poor
Americans, persons living in rural ar-

eas, and persons living in manufactured

homes or substandard housing. Risk
factors are: no smoke alarms or alarms
with dead batteries, most residential
fires occur during the winter months,
alcohol use contributes to an estimated
40% of residential fire deaths. The fol-
lowing contains information and safety
tips that will help insure your home will

be better equipped to avoid a dangerous
